- The usage not only certified means of electronic digital signature in the financial
system but other software and hardware solutions.

- Determination of the list of operations and services that could be carried out taking
into account the identification / authentication of customers in this system;

- Defining ways and means of identification of customers;

- Defining the rules of formation and storage of contracts and other documents in the
digital environment.

- As a result of the construction of the Common system of identification any
customer will be able to once identified at one financial institution to receive services at
any other financial institution.

- A Common system would be opened to Government organisations and may be to
commercial organizations.
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
